BTEC is recognised by employers and educational institutions. It can lead to further studies in Art and Design at BTEC Higher National or BTEC Foundation Degree Level, then further to Applied and Degree level courses such as: Advertising, Annimation,Graphic Design, Scientific Illustration, Technical Illustration, Map Making, Computer Graphics, Information Graphics, General Illustration, Book Illustration, Industrial and Product Design, Furniture Design, Interior Design, Architecture, Exhibition Design, Jewellery Designer, Theatre and Television Design, Teaching and Lecturing, Painter or Sculptor, Fine Art Conservation, Fashion and Textile Design, Work in an Art Gallery, Landscape Architecture/Gardening, Photography Film Video and Television, Art Craftsperson e.g. Potter, Stained Glass Designer, etc.




YOU WILL STUDY

	Students must complete coursework which covers the four core units and two specialist units of the course.

To do this they will be introduced to basic art and design skills leading to more in depth work in areas such as painting, drawing, graphic design, printing, textiles, three dimensional work and ceramics.

They will cover a range of themes and art movements giving them scope to develop their own individual responses.

It is important to understand that the nature of the syllabus requires a strong commitment from every pupil. A large amount of development, experimentation and research of ideas is necessary for every piece of work undertaken.  It is therefore essential that pupils complete some of this preparation work at home.  Lesson time can then be used to learn new skills and carry out technical processes.




FORMS OF ASSESSMENT

	Assessment is continuous throughout the course involving the pupil and the teacher. There is no exam.
