BTEC First Certificate in Travel & Tourism

Course Description

A BTEC First Certificate in Travel & Tourism is a practical, work-related course. Students learn by completing projects and assignments that are based on realistic workplace situations, activities and demands.  It introduces students to particular areas of employment area and provides a good basis to go on to a more advanced work-related qualification.

The Skills You Will Develop

A range of learning styles and key skills development are experienced by students during this course, including discussion, work in groups, problem solving, written tasks, independent work, ICT research, presentations and creative activities such as role play and simulations.

What The Course Will Lead To

The BTEC First Certificate gives a good preparation both for employment in a chosen career, and offers direct progression onto BTEC First Diploma, BTEC National and A Level programmes. On completion of a BTEC National, you can progress to a BTEC Higher National or a BTEC Foundation Degree programme.  With further training or study, students may progress into Travel and Tourism related careers such as Travel Agent Assistant, Holiday Rep, Tour Operator, Tourist Guiding, Air Cabin Crew or Travel and Tourism Management.

Links With Employers

A range of business links are introduced during this course, including Drayton Manor, First Choice, Alton Towers and Birmingham Airport.

It is essential that students find appropriate work experience placements during to support this course.

How The Course Is Assessed

All units are assessed and graded by teachers, external verification procedures are followed. An overall grade for the qualification is awarded to all students who successfully complete all units.  Grades awarded are: Pass, Merit or Distinction.

The course is made up of three units: two core units which provide a general foundation; and one specialist unit which introduces students to particular topics in more depth.

· Students also take one specialist unit from the following four:

· UK Travel and Tourism Destinations

· European Holiday Destinations

· Business Skills for Travel and Tourism
