Course Description

It consists of 6 units of work, 3 are compulsory and 3 are optional.  There is no examination and all units are marked internally before being moderated by an external verifier.  You have plenty of opportunity to improve your work.

Compulsory units are:

Exploring the Hospitality Industry, Customer Relations in Hospitality

Safety in Hospitality

The optional units can be taken from:

Planning and Running a Hospitality Event, Healthy Lifestyles,

Developing Employability Skills for Hospitality and Related Industries

Basic Culinary Skills, Serving Food and Drink, Accommodation and the Front Office

The Skills You Will Develop

Hospitality is about researching all aspects of the Hospitality Industry, serving customers, safety, serving food and drink, as well as planning and running Hospitality events.  This can be delivered through business studies, so ICT skills are essential in presenting your portfolios of evidence of the skills and work you have covered.  

What The Course Will Lead To

Progression can be through AS subjects, University, Further Education linked to Hospitality or a different BTEC course.  Career opportunities can lie in working in restaurants, hotels, leisure centres or airlines, as a dietician, a chef or a manager.  The final career depends on your commitment, hard work and opportunities you take in life.

How The Course Is Assessed

The course is assessed through 6 units of work.  Work is presented as a portfolio of evidence.  This can be written work, observation records, a diary, evidence sheets or evaluation sheets.  You can also include photographs and work experience records.  Each unit is divided into separate tasks that have to be completed to obtain a pass (C grade, a merit (B grade) or a distinction (A grade).  There is no exam.
