Level 2 Higher IT Diploma

Course Description

The IT Diploma reflects the blend of business, technical and interpersonal skills needed in modern IT professional roles. It lets you explore technology, and see, first hand, the role that it plays in organisations, for individuals and in society as a whole.

The Skills You Will Develop 

You will cover three main areas: 

Business – You’ll learn how organisa​tions use and benefit from technol​ogy and how to manage projects. You will be involved in planning and scheduling tasks and write project plans. 

People – You’ll learn about team working and how to write proposals that focus on particular business challenges. 

Technology – You’ll learn how to design, develop and test simple computer systems such as a database to store car details for a local car showroom or set up a PC network that shares files and hardware e.g. MP3 player.

In addition Multimedia is also covered – You’ll learn how to create your own multi​media product, such as building a website for a band or charity and thereby gaining technical knowledge and skills in design and development.

Choices

You will also have the flexibility to choose from a wide range of ad​ditional specialist subjects. You may choose to deepen your knowledge in Information Technology or, alterna​tively choose to broaden your course by studying a different subject, in your own school, which will give you an additional qualification. All Diploma students will also study core subjects like English, Maths and Science.

What The Course Will Lead To

After you have completed your Diploma you may want to continue studying the same subject – you can take an Advanced Diploma, which is equivalent to A levels and gives you access to a range of university courses. However if you want to switch to studying another subject the Diploma gives you valu​able transferable skills that would be welcomed by colleges, employ​ers and schools in a range of areas. 

Links With Employers

You will spend at least 10 days doing work experience, giving you an insight into how technology is used in real organisations.

How The Course Is Assessed

You will have to complete a project to demonstrate the skills and knowl​edge that you have learnt. You can choose your own project. The outcome of the project can be a written report, a photographic journal,  a DVD or even computer software. You will also take an exam and complete assignments.

What Is The Course Qualification and its Value in GCSE Equivalence

The Diploma at Higher Level is equal to 7 GCSEs A*-C.
