YPLA funding - summary
Support RPA

· Full participation by 2015. Total population of 16-18 falling by 90,000, therefore a total increase in places of 62,000. 
· Increase in over all funding as a result of the increase in numbers BUT a reduction in funding per learner

Converge funding of schools and FE by 2015 
· 2011-12 reduction in average funding per learner to be no more than 3%, reducing resources gradually over the period of the Spending Review (2011-15)
· Curriculum 2000 funding for tutorials and enrichment cut from 114 glh to 30 glh

· Remove the requirement to deliver enrichment activities

· Funding will “continue to support a full programme of study” i.e. 4 A/AS levels

· Level of funding determined by lagged learner number funding – submitted Autumn 2010

· 2011/12 will see a reduction in programme size to a maximum of 700glh per learner.

·  Qualification success rate will be held at 08/09 success rate. 

Protect funding for learning difficulties/disabilities

· Refocus funding towards disadvantaged learners (redirection of Curriculum 2000 funding) Not to be ring-fenced.
· Index of Multiple Deprivation updated from 2004 to 2007 release.

Review of funding formula in 2011 

· To see how support can be aligned with the Pupil Premium and National Scholarship Programme. 

· To take in to account the Wolf report on vocational qualifications. 

Additionally

· Remove Teachers Pay Grant (post 16)

· Remove additional payments to schools for teacher’s pensions

· Reduce the apprenticeship national funding rate by 2% per year
The YPLA will support a “varied and relevant curriculum as far as resources will allow” and “continue to fund a mixed economy of provision, subject to the Wolf Review of vocational qualifications”
