3. Feedback from the Curriculum, Group

· KL felt the times were an improvement and less disruptive for students but felt there would be problems with staff on existing contracts. 

· JCO could see the advantage of having a PT teacher in this slot but would feel exposed of was then let down by the staffing. 

· All subjects would need to be offered with a health warning. Re viable group size. 

· DG The collaboration needs to be seen as something to benefit a broad curriculum area offer to students, not just to prop up small numbers

· JO The South West Network has developed through an initial interest by one or two members and it has now snowballed.

· NEST has succeeded in timetabling a number of common blocks and Heads had visited each others schools to support the project.

· All members aware that some students would rather change their subject choice rather than going to another school.

· Needs to be offered as a positive opportunity rather than the best of a bad job.

These issues were considered and the group concluded
· The time are an improvement on existing arrangements

· acknowledged there may be contractual difficulties

· All offers need to come with a “Health Warning” of staff availability and viable recruitment

· As South West, start with a small number of subjects and grow as circumstances demand.

· Must be presented by partner schools as a positive experience

4.  Additional subjects/ Support

· Because students would only be receiving 4 hrs per week class contact the question of additional support was discussed.

· Students are unlikely to be monitored by form tutors. CLM will provide constant data on attendance and interim reporting. 

· A common report form could be on the website. Could also be supported through Learning Platforms (for a subsequent meeting)

· Entry requirements. -A decision by the hosting school

· Recruitment – All information/specifications should be put by a hosting school on the consortium website.  A clear procedure for application and interview must also be on the website.

5. Costs

6. Impact of White Paper
JVC had circulated a summary. The alignment between college and school funding, a reduction of £280, would have a substantial impact on Sixth Forms
